What is the Lake Erie International Model United Nations Corporation?

Dr. John Hammond founded the Kent State Ashtabula Model United Nations program in 1980. The Lake Erie International Model United Nations Corporation (LEIMUN) was incorporated in 2000 in order to ensure that the program Dr. Hammond started would remain a going concern. The corporation now handles all of the expanded needs of the corporation, the conferences, and other activities.  A five-member Board of Trustees governs the organization and some Trustees act as corporate officers.  Several corporate directors oversee certain aspects of the corporation, including Fund Raising, Research, Recruitment, Staff Development, and the functions of the Secretary General. The Board conducts an Annual Meeting, Quarterly Membership Meetings, manages the ongoing operations of the corporation with the assistance of the Directors, and appoints a Secretary-General to manage the daily planning and operation of two annual conferences.

The Lake Erie International Model United Nations Corporation’s Mission Statement

As was the mission of the Kent State Ashtabula Model United Nations, so too the Lake Erie International Model United Nations Corporation's mission is to promote and encourage awareness, understanding, tolerance, and acceptance of the world’s peoples, cultures, beliefs, values, and attitudes by organizing, sponsoring and/or promoting events, including conferences that model the United Nations and other international organizations.

Membership Benefits

In order to hold a seat on the Board of Trustees, serve as Secretary General or a Director, participate in the Trustee election process, attend the Annual Meeting or Quarterly Meetings, or participate on any Lake Erie International Model United Nations Corporation committee, you must be a Member of the Lake Erie International Model United Nations Corporation. Seats on the Board of Trustee are open only to Gold Members.  Only Gold and Silver Members may vote in Board of Trustee elections.  Gold, Silver and Bronze Members may attend Annual and Quarterly Meetings, participate on any Lake Erie International Model United Nations Corporation committee, and serve as Secretary General or as a Director. 

Bronze Members have less than two years of Lake Erie International Model United Nations Corporation Membership. Silver Members have between two and four years of Membership. Gold Members have four or more years of Membership. The sooner you become a Member of the Lake Erie International Model United Nations Corporation, the sooner you will be able to participate in all of its activities and have a voice in the present operations and future direction of the organization.

In addition, Lake Erie International Model United Nations Corporation Members will be invited to Members-Only activities (lunches and/or dinners), receive discounted rates on staff fees and at group events, receive copies of the Lake Erie International Model United Nations Corporation Annual Report and other corporate documents, and be included in the online Lake Erie International Model United Nations Corporation Membership group. 

Membership Summary

Reimbursement

All members are eligible for the following reimbursements for the expenses related to attending each of our conferences and hotel rooms:

· 60% reimbursement of your travel expenses up to $300 per conference*
· If single room is requested, the corporation will pay 25% of the cost of your room cost**
· If there are 2 members requesting a private room, the conference will pay 50% of your room cost**
*Original receipts are required for the reimbursement

**All member shares of the requested hotel rooms must be paid 3 weeks prior to the particular conference; otherwise there will not be a guarantee of the room being held at the above rate.

It is highly recommended and urged that all members make every attempt to share rides when attending conferences to lower the reimbursement cost. 

Also be aware that any and all costs of transportation not claimed through the conference are fully tax deductible.
